Karl  Marx

himself was clear on this point:  "The first requisite of the happiness of the people is

the abolit ion of rel igion" ("A Crit icism of the Hegelian Philosophy of Right,"  1844).

Christianity,  of course,  is rooted in theism and is al l  about God.

P O L I T I C A L  C O R R E C T N E S S  I S  N O T  N E W  

Jesus steps into a PC environment of his day and

promotes a radical change: 

“The state is not our enemy: neither is the rul ing

class,  wealthy,  the poor,  white males,  etc.”
